Students need to read consistently and widely to fully develop reading, fluency, and comprehension skills. Since the start of school, students have been maintaining a record of their reading in various ways: agenda logs, reading logs, AR tests. Students need to read or have developmentally appropriate books read to them as follows:
· PK, K, 1st:  books read to them, read independently, or read with assistance

· 2nd Grade:  books read independently or read with assistance

· 3rd Grade:  books read independently
Students can include the following on their list: independent reading books, library books, store-bought books, reading buddy books, and Book of the 
Month books.

Students cannot include the following on their list: Guided Reading books and Shared Reading books.

We are launching our reading campaign this week.  We wish to recognize their efforts and encourage them to move forward with their love of reading.
25 Book Campaign

Each classroom teacher will verify then write the first names (no last names yet) of students who have already read 25 books on the form provided. This form will be submitted to the Literacy Leader. Teachers may add names to their list as students meet the 25 book goal.
50 Book Club

Each teacher will verify then write the first and last name of each student who has read 50+ books on form provided below. This form will be submitted to the Literacy Leader to post on the bulletin board.

75 Book Club

Each teacher will verify then write the first and last name of each student who has read 75+ books on form provided below. This form will be submitted to the Literacy Leader to post on the bulletin board. The student will be recognized publicly for their accomplishment.

100 Book Club
Each teacher will verify then write the first and last name of each student who has read 100+ books on form provided below. This form will be submitted to the Literacy Leader to post on the bulletin board along with the student’s photo. The student will be recognized publicly for their accomplishment.

150 Book Club
Each teacher will verify then write the first and last name of each student who has read 150+ books on form provided below. This form will be submitted to the Literacy Leader to post on the bulletin board along with the student’s photo. The student will be recognized publicly for their accomplishment and will receive an award for their accomplishment.

The following activities are designed to support our campaign:

· Teachers will be encouraged to write their own personal list of favorite books on the form provided and post it on the doorway bulletin board.
· Students will be encouraged to write reactions to, opinions, criticisms, or recommendations about a book they have read on a 3” x 5” card. Cards will be posted on the doorway bulletin board. The goal is to have the response posted long enough to be read but should be updated regularly.

· Students may choose a book buddy to help them achieve their goal. Buddies can be parents, older siblings, other relatives, and/or upper grade students.

· Teachers will be encouraged to review and verify student logs and maintain a constant dialogue with students about the importance of reading.
· School leaders will visit classrooms and look through student logs, chat with students about their reading, and provide encouragement through the Circle of Friends.
