Renewable resources are ones that can be replenished or reproduced easily.

Reduce – to make something smaller or use less, resulting in a smaller amount of waste.



An example of this is when you crush the gallon milk jug down so it will fit in your trash can and take up less space in it.


Reuse – use of materials in their original form. Instead of throwing them away you can pass them on to others who could use them too.


An example of this is to take CapriSun pouches and make them into a purse.


Recycle - when you save and take reusable materials to recycling centers which then take the materials to places where they can be remade into either the same product or new products, rather than thrown in the trash.
Examples of this include:




Making milk jugs and coke bottles into carpets and rugs.




Making tires into shoe soles and pellets for making tracks.
