Character:  How does the author create the character?

MATH

· “Ogre Math”  Have students draw a circle using a template (a coffee can lid is just the right size)  Now students will cut out the circle and create an ogre face on it.  Then have students cut the ogre faces into fractions.  (1/2  ,  ¼,  1/8 )  Students can observe the  relationship between the denominators and the number of pieces in that ogre puzzle.  

· Measurement:  Awful Ogre Pens A Letter:  the students can go into the hallway 
and use the 12”x12” tiles to measure the “dear Ogress devine.  They can also

measure themselves for comparisons.  And they can estimate how tall they think

the ogre is.

· Graphing: discuss the ogre’s favorite foods and then graph the students’ favorite foods or use Awful Ogre Reflects On Athletics to graph the students favorite sports

LANGUAGE ARTS

· Use a circle map before the book to find out what the students know about ogres:

In the inner circle write the word “ogre”.  In the outer circle have the students tell

things they know about an ogre. (examples: scary, one-eyed, green)  In the box have them tell you where they learned these things about ogres. (example: t.v., books,)



· Awful Ogre Grooms Himself:  create a flow map that charts the sequence of events Awful Ogre goes through to groom himself in the morning.  Create a flow map that charts the steps you take to groom yourself in the morning.  Compare & contrast the 2 activities.





· Use a bubble map to describe the ogre








· Use a tree map to do WFTB writing

*Awful Ogre’s Music: make musical instruments

*Awful Ogre’s TV Time:  use a cardboard box to make a t.v. and cut out the screen.  Have every student create a picture of Awful Ogre on a piece of white paper.  Tape all the pictures into a long roll of slides. Attach one end of the slides to a paper towel roll and the other end of the slides to another paper towel roll.  Roll  up the slides and attach the 2 paper towel rolls inside the box at the 2 sides of the cut-out screen.  As you turn the paper towel rolls the students pictures should scroll across your homemade t.v. screen.

*Awful Ogre Dances:  have the students choreograph dance steps to the song “Monster Mash”  

*Give the students a description of Awful Ogre without their seeing the book yet

  and have them create an ogre face using a paper plate, construction paper, glue and 

  markers.  Students can describe their ogre faces and compare them to their classmates.

*Gruesome Ogre Head: (a demonstration lesson because of the need for a potato peeler 
   and a plastic spoon for carving)

  Carefully peel an apple and carve eyes, a nose, and a mouth into the peeled apple.  Poke

  rice, beans, black-eyed peas, cloves, or beads into the apple face to make facial   

  features, teeth and hair. Be creative!  Push a Popsicle stick into the bottom of the apple 

  and prop it in a mug in a warm, dry place.  Make sure the apple is not touching the side  

  of the cup.  Check on your ogre head every few days.  The apple will begin to turn 

  leathery.  You can gently mold the face if needed.  In 3-4 weeks you’ll have a gruesome

  ogre head.

*Ogre Jug Heads: Use a clean gallon-sized milk jug and rest it in a plastic margarine container.  Attach the jug to the container with duct tape.  Coat the jug and container with tempra paint.  When it dries, paint eyes, and facial features like those of Awful Ogre.  You can make a nose out of a thin piece of cardboard and slip it through a slit cut in the ogre’s face.  
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
